PASTORAL COORDINATOR’S CORNER 
Stewardship II - One of the strangest sounding truths 
of stewardship is that the need of the giver to give is 
greater than the need of others to receive.  At first, it 
sounds strange. Strange but true.  Great artistic 
works come forth because of the need of the artists 
to give the gifts within them.  Even the Dead Sea is 
‘a dead sea’ because it is a dead end and has no out-
let. It continuously receives water but never gives 
water. It isn’t God who needs prayer. It’s the person 
praying who needs prayer.  A person may be poor, 
rich, middle-class. But all people, to be fully human, 
need to give their time and skills and possessions to 
others. We are made that way!  The Greek word for 
greed is ‘pleonexia’ which literally means ‘to want 
more’. Interestingly, this same word is used as a 
modern medical term describing a pathological con-
dition of the blood. The blood is supposed to receive 
oxygen from the lungs in order to distribute it to the 
tissues of the body. “Pleonexia” is a disorder in 
which the blood keeps most of the oxygen for itself. 
The blood ‘forgets’ that it is meant to be a ‘steward’ 
of the oxygen and distribute it to the rest of the body.  
It would seem that we are made, in our very blood, 
to act as “stewards” of that which we have been 
given – and we have been given much.  - Deacon Vic

Pastoral Reflection: 
The call of Matthew to follow Jesus and leave behind his position as custom post official by the Sea of Galilee 
gives us a deep insight into the ways of God. Matthew was employed by the Romans and earned his living as a 
tax collector for the government. It was a fast method of making money but to survive in the job one had to be 
a despicable person, completely corrupt and without shred of human kindness. People treated tax officials with 
contempt, regarded them as criminals, avoided their company and refused them entrance to the synagogue. 
Such a notorious sinner was the least likely person we would have expected Christ to choose as an apostle. It 
certainly scandalized the Pharisees who, considering themselves the guardians of conventional religion, did not 
think that they had any thing to learn from Jesus. Their closed minds did not appreciate His compassion and 
mercy as expressed in His association with sinners. Nevertheless when Jesus gazed straight into Matthew’s 
eyes He saw beneath a corrupt exterior a potential for goodness and a man who was so unhappy with his old 
life of shame that he was willing to begin again. Jesus gave Matthew a second chance by inviting him to fol-
low Him. In a sense we’re all second-chance people. We’ve all made mistakes or wasted opportunities in the 
past. Whatever it may have been, the Lord is always giving us a second chance. He knows our past but also 
sees what we can become in terms of our future possibilities.  -Fr. Dennis

La llamada de Mateo de se-
guir a Jesús y dejar atrás su 
posición como funcionario del 
poste de encargo por el mar de 
Galilea nos da una vista pro-
funda en las maneras de Dios. 
Mateo fue empleado por los Romanos y se ganaba 
su vida como colector de impuestos para el go-
bierno.  Era un método rápido de dinero pera so-
brevivir en el trabajo, uno tuvo que ser una perso-
na despreciable, totalmente corrupta y sin el frag-
mento de la amabilidad humana. La gente trataba 
a los oficiales del impuesto con desprecio, mirán-
dolos como criminales, evitando su compañía y 
rechazando la entrada a la sinagoga.  Un pecador 
tan notorio era la menos persona probable que 
habríamos esperado que Cristo eligiera como 
apóstol.  Él ciertamente escandalizo los Fariseos 
que, considerándose los guardas de la religión 
convencional, no pensó que tenían cualquier cosa 
que aprender de Jesús. Sus mentes cerradas no 
apreciaron su compasión y misericordia según lo 
expresado en su asociación con pecadores. Sin 
embargo cuando Jesús miró derecho en los ojos de 
Mateo él vio debajo de un exterior corrupto un 
potencial para la caridad y un hombre que era tan 
infeliz con su vieja vida de vergüenza que él esta-
ba dispuesto a comenzar otra vez.  Jesús dio a Ma-
teo una segunda oportunidad invitándolo a que lo 
siga. En un sentido somos personas de segunda-
oportunidades. Todos hemos hecho equivocacio-
nes o perdido oportunidades en el pasado. Lo que 
pudo haber sido, el Señor siempre nos está dando 
una segunda oportunidad.  Él sabe nuestro pasado 
pero también ve lo que podemos hacer en térmi-
nos de nuestras futuras posibilidades.

El Rincón del Coordinador Pastoral 
Mayordomía II—Una de las verdades que suenan más 
extrañas de la mayordomía es que la necesidad del do-
nante de dar es mayor que la necesidad de otras de re-
cibir. 
Al principio, suena extraña. Extraño pero verdad. Los 
grandes trabajos artísticos vienen adelante debido a la 
necesidad de los artistas de dar los regalos dentro de 
ellos. Incluso el Mar Muerto es ‘el mar muerto’.  Por-
que es un mar sin salida y no tiene ningún desvio.  Re-
cibe continuamente agua pero nunca da el agua.  No es 
Dios que necesita oración. Es la persona quién necesita 
oración. Una persona puede ser pobre, rica, clase me-
dia. Pero toda la gente, para ser completamente huma-
no, necesita de dar su tiempo y habilidades y posesio-
nes a otros.  ¡Estamos hechos de esa manera! 
La palabra griega para la avaricia es el “pleonexia” que 
significa literalmente el “desear más”.  Interesante, esta 
misma palabra se utiliza como un término médico mo-
derno que describe una condición patológica de la san-
gre. La sangre se supone que recibe el oxígeno de los 
pulmones para distribuirlo a los tejidos finos del cuer-
po. "Pleonexia" es un desorden en el cual la sangre de-
ja más oxígeno para sí mismo.  La sangre ‘se olvida’ 
de que debe ser ‘mayordomo’ del oxígeno y poder dis-
tribuirlo al resto del cuerpo. Se parecería que nos 
hacen, en nuestra misma sangre, actuar como 
"mayordomos" de el que nos ha dado - y nos han dado 
mucho.
