PASTORAL COORDINATOR’S CORNER

FELLOWSHIP FIESTA — SEPT. 18, 2005

Many people have asked why we are having a fiesta. The simple
answer is that it is an excuse to get together — that’s why we are
calling it a ‘fellowship’ fiesta.

Throughout the New Testament, Jesus is described as being with
groups of people around a meal. Whether it was the Wedding at
Cana, the Pharisee’s house, the Last Supper, or the meal at the
Inn in Emmaus (a beautiful rendition of which graces the space
high behind the altar at Holy Family), Jesus used these occasions
to bring people together, to promote fellowship, to teach and to
show His Love.

The word used to describe this action is “commensality”. It liter-
ally means to be at “table with” others. Our Fellowship Fiesta
provides us the opportunity to come together with other parish-
ioners as we start a new school year. More and more it seems that
people are governed by the school year in their reckoning of
time.

The Parish of Holy Family is many things — it is a place with
physical buildings where we gather for worship, for faith forma-
tion, and for those definitive moments in our lives that involve
the Sacraments. But, it is also a community that has no bounda-
ries. It is a community where we come to know each other — in
our joys and sorrows. It is a community from which we can draw
strength of faith and spirit. It is a community that offers us a time
for ‘re-creation’. The Fellowship Fiesta is shaping up to be a time
in our community where we can come together and celebrate in
joy that which we share as members of this community.

Please use the Fellowship Fiesta as a time to catch up with each
other. A time to have some recreation and renewal of old friend-
ships and a chance to make new ones. I look forward to seeing
you there!
