TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In harbor towns throughout the world, seafarers will hear
today’s Gospel with profound awareness of the power of a storm at
sea. In Gloucester, Massachusetts, a community of fishermen has
gone down to the sea in ships for centuries, some never to return,
as recounted in the book and film The Perfect Storm. In the late
nineteenth century, a stranded fisherman in the North Atlantic
broke an oar. Adrift, he begged Mary for help, and when he re-
turned his story inspired the building of Our Lady of Good Voyage
Church. Over the years, grateful sailors have surrounded the
pews with models of their ships. Between the twin towers, a
statue of Our Lady holds a vessel in her upraised hand as a sym-
bol of a safe voyage. It is visible to homecoming sailors from the
harbor’s entrance. For centuries, sailors have looked to Mary as
Stella Maris, “Star of the Sea.” Indeed, that is possibly the most
ancient title of Mary. In Aramaic, the language of Jesus, the words
“Our Lady” sound similar to the word meaning “pilot” or “leader,”
someone who could lead one to safety. Certainly, a treasure of
our tradition is how Mary points the way to her Son, the one who

calmed the seas and accompanies us to safe harbor.

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Natividad San Juan Bautista

+ La primera lectura (Isaias 49,1-6) tiene palabras proféticas: “Estaba yo en el vientre, y el Sefior me llamd; en las entrafias mater-
nas, y pronuncié mi nombre... me dijo: «Tu eres mi siervo, de quien estoy orgulloso»”.

Contintan esas palabras, “Y ahora habla el Sefior, que desde el vientre me formé siervo suyo...: «<Es poco que seas mi siervo y res-
tablezcas las tribus de Jacob y conviertas a los supervivientes de Israel; te hago luz de las naciones, para que mi salvacion alcance
hasta el confin de la tierra»”.

* El evangelio de hoy (Lucas 1,57-66. 80) da sentido a las tal vez oscuras palabras de Isaias. Narra que, “A Isabel se le cumplid
el tiempo del parto y dio a luz un hijo. Se enteraron sus vecinos y parientes de que el Sefior le habia hecho una gran misericordia, y
la felicitaban. A los ocho dias fueron a circuncidar al nifio, y lo llamaban Zacarias, como a su padre. La madre intervino diciendo: -
iNo! Se va a llamar Juan”.
La decision del nombre era extrafa. “Le replicaron: - Ninguno de tus parientes se llama asi. Entonces preguntaban por sefias al pa-
dre cémo queria que se llamase. El pidié una tablilla y escribié: «Juan es su nombre». Todos se quedaron extrafiados. Inmediata-
mente se le soltd la boca y la lengua, y empezé a hablar bendiciendo a Dios”. El padre que habia quedado mudo ahora hablaba y
“Los vecinos quedaron sobrecogidos, y corrié la noticia por toda la montafia de Judea. Y todos los que lo oian reflexionaban dicien-
do: - ;Qué va a ser este nifio? Porque la mano del Sefior estaba con él. El nifio iba creciendo, y su caracter se afianzaba; vivio en el
desierto hasta que se presenté a Israel’.

¢ Qué va a ser de este nifio? Las palabras de Isaias lo habian dicho ya.

+ La segunda lectura (Hechos 13,22-26), por su parte, cuenta que “En aquellos dias, dijo Pablo: - Dios nombro rey a David, de quien
hizo esta alabanza: «Encontré a David, hijo de Jesé, hombre conforme a mi corazén, que cumplira todos mis preceptos». Segun lo
prometido, Dios sacé de su descendencia un salvador para Israel: Jesus. Antes de que llegara, Juan predico a todo Israel un bautis-
mo de conversidn; y, cuando estaba para acabar su vida, decia: «Yo no soy quien pensais; viene uno detras de mi a quien no merez-
co desatarle las sandalias». Hermanos, descendientes de Abraham y todos los que teméis a Dios: a vosotros se os ha enviado este
mensaje de salvacion”.

Juan, el que anuncia a Cristo, es un enviado de Dios, su escogido. El festejo de la Natividad de San Juan Bautista, seis meses antes
de la Navidad, es causa de celebracién y de ella es posible aprender lo que el salmo nos dice, “Te doy gracias, porque me has esco-
gido portentosamente”. Si, podemos pensar que se trata de Juan, un elegido por Dios, pero también es posible pensar en que esas
mismas palabras se refieren a cada uno de nosotros en lo personal. Y entonces, el salmo se convierte en nuestro rezo, “Sefior, tu me
sondeas y me conoces; me conoces cuando me siento 0 me levanto, de lejos penetras mis pensamientos; distingues mi camino y mi
descanso, todas mis sendas te son familiares. TU has creado mis entrafias, me has tejido en el seno materno”. Si somos cada uno
una creacién de Dios, eso también significa que El nos ha escogido, que somos seleccionados por el y le podemos orar con otras
palabras del salmo, “Te doy gracias, porque me has escogido portentosamente, porque son admirables tus obras; conocias hasta el
fondo de mi alma”.Asi, la celebracién de San Juan Bautista este domingo se convierte también en otra posible celebracion, una que
depende de nosotros y de nadie mas: el comprender que somos obras de Dios y que por tanto somos sus elegidos. Tan s6lo basta
con escucharle y aceptar que podemos imitar a San Juan Bautista por medio del que envia un mensaje de salvacién al resto.
