










Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha 
Feastday: July 14 
Patron of the environment and ecology 
b. 1656 d. April 17, 1680 
Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha, Virgin, has not 
yet been canonized.  
Kateri was born near the town of Auries-
ville, New York, in the year 1656, the daughter of a 
Mohawk warrior. She was four years old when her 
mother died of smallpox. The disease also attacked 
Kateri and transfigured her face. She was adopted by 
her two aunts and an uncle. Kateri became converted 
as a teenager. She was baptized at the age of twenty 
and incurred the great hostility of her tribe. Although 
she had to suffer greatly for her Faith, she remained 
firm in it. Kateri went to the new Christian colony of 
Indians in Canada. Here she lived a life dedicated to 
prayer, penitential practices, and care for the sick and 
aged. Every morning, even in bitterest winter, she 
stood before the chapel door until it opened at four and 
remained there until after the last Mass. She was de-
voted to the Eucharist and to Jesus Crucified. She 
died on April 17, 1680 at the age of twenty-four. She is 
known as the "Lily of the Mohawks". Devotion to Kateri 
is responsible for establishing Native American minis-
tries in Catholic Churches all over the United States 
and Canada. Kateri was declared venerable by the 
Catholic Church in 1943 and she was Beatified in 
1980. Work is currently underway to have her Canon-
ized by the Church. Hundreds of thousands have vis-
ited shrines to Kateri erected at both St. Francis Xavier 
and Caughnawaga and at her birth place at Auriesville, 
New York. Pilgrimages at these sites continue today.  
Bl. Kateri Teckakwitha is the first Native American to 
be declared a Blessed. Her feastday is July 14. She is 
the patroness of the environment and ecology as is St. 
Francis of Assisi. 

Frequently Asked Questions about the 
 Diocesan Development Fund (D.D.F.) 

 
 
Q. What is the DDF?

Q.  If I am giving to my parish, is it still important to 
give to the DDF? 
A.  Yes! The programs of your local parish are very impor-
tant because much of the work of the Church and the Dio-
cese takes place within the parish community.  But, there 
are certain specialized services for which the Diocese, our 
larger church, has to take responsibility like: caring for our 
retired priests, educating our seminarians, and forming 
our deacons, sisters, brothers, and lay people, just to

As of now, registration will begin on Aug. 1st after all the masses.  This will be the beginning of early reg-
istration.  If your child is new to Holy Family, or has not been here for two or more years, please bring a bap-
tismal and First Communion certificate if they have made their First Communion.  They must have the official 
seal on them.  If you do not have the certificate that you will need;  call the church of baptism and request one, 
you still have time to get a copy of any certificate, even from Mexico.   
We do not have the space for storage; therefore, we cannot keep records after two years. Due to privacy poli-
cies we cannot order your certificate from the Holy Family Ministry office, so you must request it and have it 
placed in our box. Please also get a copy for yourself. 
 

√ English Elementary (K-5th grade) is offered on Sunday mornings and Thursday evenings. 
 

√ Middle school (6,7 and 8th grade) for First Communion is offered on Thursday evenings. 
 

Cost is $45.00 per child, due at the time of registration.    

If your child will be in a sacrament class in this program, then there is a $10.00 retreat fee. We also ask that 
you purchase a Growing in God T-shirt for $10.00.  The last two items can be paid for at a later date.

P: ¿Qué es el DDF? 
R: DDF es la abreviación del Fondo del Desarrollo 
Diocesano que fue creado para apoyar a más de 40 
ministerios diocesano.  Estos son ministerios y ser-
vicios importantes que apoyan y fomentan nues-
tra fe y que ninguna parroquia podría proveer.  
Pero el verdadero propósito de los ministerios dio-
cesanos, es acercarnos a Dios; que tengamos una 
relación más fuerte y significante con Dios. 
 
P: ¿Qué pasaría si nuestra parroquia no apoyara el

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 Los Evangelios relatan que Jesús envió a los doce 
apóstoles y también a otros setenta y dos discípulos 
(Marcos 6:7; Lucas 10:1) “de dos en dos” a “todos los pue-
blos y lugares a pensaba ir”. De esta manera le preparaban 
el camino. El libro del Eclesiastés (4:9-12) subraya lo sabio 
que es andar de dos en dos a fin de ayudarse y protegerse 
mutuamente. El autor lamenta: “¡Pobre del que está solo, 
cuando se cae, no tiene quien lo levante!”.  
 Los cristianos nunca podemos ser cristianos a so-
las. A Jesús le gustan los grupos. No tenemos el lujo de ser 
individualistas o autosuficientes. Nuestra misión requiere 
que vayamos por el mundo de dos en dos, porque donde 
están dos o tres reunidos en el nombre de Jesús, allí estará 
él (Mateo 18:20). En el Génesis (7:2) Noé se lleva los ani-
males de dos en dos, así las especies se volverán numero-
sas comenzando de dos en dos. Jesús envía sus discípulos 
de dos en dos para que nos amemos y ayudemos los unos a 
los otros y de esta manera los que vienen después de noso-
tros, sean tan numerosos como las estrellas del firmamento 
(Génesis 15:5).

Kateri Tekakwitha 
(Ossessernon, 1656-
Caughnawaga, 17 de 
abril de 1680) fue una 
laica católica iroquesa. 
Fue hija de un jefe mo-
hawk y de una india al-
gonquina cristianizada. 
Su nombre indígena era 
Tekawhitha (que en iro-
qués significa 
"descuido"), pero fue 
bautizada con el nombre 
de Kateri (en español 
Catalina). 
A los 4 años de edad, Kateri perdió a sus pa-
dres, que murieron a causa de la viruela. A los 
20 años fue bautizada por los misioneros jesui-
tas franceses, encabezados por Jean de Bre-
beuf e Isaac Jogues. Rechazada por su tribu, 
marchó a las misiones quebequesas en 1677, 
y murió de viruela. 
Kateri se caracterizó por su piedad, su incansa-
ble vida penitente en favor de su pueblo abori-
gen, y por su amor a la Eucaristía. Después de 
su muerte, Kateri empezó a ser muy venerada. 
Conocida popularmente como "la flor de pas-
cua de los mohawks", fue beatificada en junio 
de 1980 por el papa Juan Pablo II.
