Middle school children who need First communion
and are in one of our Thursday classes will have two
retreats during their class. A parent does not attend
with the middle school children.

First Communion Testing

The copier is fixed and the testing has started. As
our students are learning, I am here to help them
pass. There is no failing here unless the student
simply refuses to learn. The tests are fill in the
blank, with a few questions thrown in. The students
will receive either a “passed”, or be told which
prayers they need to study and retake in a few
weeks. As long as I see that they are trying to learn
their prayers, they will do fine. Parents, make sure
you are helping them. You are the ones who chose
to put them in class, make sure that you work with
them in a loving way to help them learn their
prayers.

Middle school students have begun their retreat in
class, they will test when their retreat is complete.
Thank you parent for supporting your child.

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Vida de San Patricio

Patricio naci6 con el nombre
de Maewyn alrededor del afo
387 en Bennhaven Taberniae,
en la actual Escocia. Era hijo
de un oficial romano, cuya reli-
gion era el cristianismo. A los
16 afios cayo prisionero de pi-
ratas irlandeses y fue vendido
como esclavo. Tras varios in-
tentos, logro huir y se convirtio
en predicador del Evangelio en
Irlanda, isla que en esos tiempos se encontraba dividi-
da en numerosos clanes sometidos a la poderosa auto-
ridad de los druidas.

Se adapté muy bien a las condiciones sociales del lu-
gar, formando un clero local y varias comunidades
cristianas, respetando las tradiciones y costumbres
propias de sus habitantes. Se le conoce como el Apds-
tol de Irlanda, donde murio hacia el afio 461 causa de
su vejez.

Una tradicion irlandesa le atribuye la hazafia de haber
librado la isla de serpientes. Actualmente, Irlanda es la
unica region de las Islas Britanicas e Irlandesas que no
posee ofidios silvestres, debido a su separacion de
Gran Bretafa poco después de finalizar la ultima gla-
ciacion.

Su fiesta se celebra el dia 17 de marzo. La Fiesta de
San Patricio es muy celebrada en Irlanda, de donde es
patron, y sobre todo en Estados Unidos. Cada 17 de
marzo se organiza en Nueva York un gran desfile por
la Quinta Avenida en la que participan multitud de
personas vestidas de verde.

Patricio tuvo que explicar una vez lo que era la Santi-
sima Trinidad. Para que todos lo entendieran utilizé un
trébol como muestra, explicando que la Santisima Tri-
nidad, al igual que el trébol, era una misma unidad
pero con tres personas diferentes (una misma hoja con
tres foliolos).
